We are writing to inform you that we have returned from our trip to Haiti. The children were finishing the school year with great excitement and expectation for the summer. We took money for food and essentials for the children. We also took money to buy block, cement, and sand that will be used by Pastor Sterling Jetton and the 17 good folks at Westview Baptist who are going to Haiti in July. They will start building the house for Josette and Amceau and doing some repairs at the orphanage.  

We met with the new board that is operating the orphanage and schools/churches. Pastor Edmond reports the wonderful news that he has an organization funding the schools, teachers’ salaries, and school feeding program. The orphanage still has great financial needs for the total operating expenses. This includes funding for the workers and for the good, nutritional food the children need. (they are still only getting two meals daily) Also, funds need to be there for unexpected expenses and emergencies (one child with cholera had to be transported immediately to hospital and is now fine).

We gave out the dolls made by the ladies of First Baptist Decatur to the younger children in the orphanage and to kindergarten class in the poor village of Rigul. We wish you could have experienced the excitement as both  boys and girls  received the dolls and the message of Jesus’ love.
