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Dear Friends,
I thank you for your love and generosity over the years. Without good folks like you Margaret and I would have no finances from which to work. We began this work among the Haitian children in 1979. We have experienced many heart aches but, as we look back, we see that God has been faithful. As an evangelist I have preached many revivals. Usually the offerings provided me a small pay day and I shared the remainder with the children in Haiti. As we began to build the orphanage and the 22 churches, I took groups to build and work any way they could. I took preachers, medical personnel, and others seeking God’s will for their lives who gave time, money, and prayer support. 
It is very difficult times in Haiti. Very little has been done to assist the people in housing and other basic needs. Over 100,000 still live in tents. The increasing outbreak of diseases has taken a toll on the people. Our news media has almost forgotten the suffering of the people on this small island nation. 
We will be in Haiti in June making an assessment of how our efforts can best be used. Recently there have been changes in the Calvary Baptist Church’s administration of the schools and orphanage. We will get clarification of the persons who are responsible for receiving the funds and overseeing each part of the ministry. Feeding the children is the always the first priority. We will distribute 100 dolls made by the women of First Baptist Decatur. There are many other needy projects, such as housing for very special people who have proven themselves faithful to the work of God in Haiti. All we envision will take money, effort, and prayer. Bill Morgan, who has supported the ministry for many years, has pledged $10,000 if we raise another $10,000 in new gifts.  Recently Alice and Scott Carbaugh sponsored a function at Lupton Drive Baptist Church in Chattanooga that raised  $2,658.75. This is the seed money for this challenge. Margaret Hyder and Jerry Legg have already made pledges.

Nahum Faubert Paulin, the young Haitian man sponsored by A Voice for the Children, has completed the year at Tennessee Temple University with good grades. Dr. Danny Lovett has provided a $7,000 work scholarship for additional studies. Nahum will work at the school as a computer advisor. The remainder of his tuition is $10,000. Only by faith will this amount be paid to Tennessee Temple. We are convinced that God will supply.

Please pray and search your heart about what you should do for the ministry. We have completed our move to Knoxville and will work hard to keep you updated on our efforts. My knee surgery was not totally successful. Please pray that a complete knee replacement will not be needed. Pray for the group from Westview Baptist Church, Chattanooga, who will be going to Haiti in July to minister and build.
